• Regional Forum on Sustainable Development for the UNECE Region: “Ensuring the implementation of the 
2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development in the ECE Region in times of multiple crises”
(Geneva, 29-30 March 2023, feeding into global HLPF in July 2023 in New York)

• Plenary sessions and five round tables on the five in-focus SDGs discussed in-depth at the 2023 HLPF: 
6, 7, 9, 11, 17

• 33 side events, including: “Towards Age-Friendly Sustainable Cities and Communities” (UNECE and WHO)

• 2023 SDG Summit (New York, 18-19 September 2023): Progress achieved until now is unsatisfactory, 
achievement of the SDGs in peril; less than one out of five measurable targets on track in the ECE region. 

• Next stage of implementing the 2030 Agenda: Six key transitions for systemic impact on SDG achievement; 
twelve High-Impact Initiatives
