FIRST REPORT

of Turkmenistan on the implementation of the recommendations
contained in paragraphs 2 (a) to (b) of decision VII/8q compliance
by Turkmenistan with its obligations under the Aarhus Convention
and on the measures taken and results achieved

In order to implement Decision VII/8q on general compliance
issues adopted at the seventh session of the Meeting of the Parties to the
Aarhus Convention compliance by Turkmenistan with its obligations
under the Convention, the Turkmen Party declares the following:

1.Since the acceptance of Decision VII'8q the Turkmen Party,
represented by the State Committee for Environmental Protection and
Land Resources and currently the Ministry of Environmental Protection
(hereinafter - Ministry), has been taking thc necessary measures to
implement this decision. Ministry has actively cntered into dialogue with
the Secretariat and the Aarhus Convention Compliance Committee in
order to discuss and receive  necessary  consultations  and
recommendations on the issues of compliance with Article 3, paragraphs
I, 4 and 9 of the Convention regarding the possibility of foreign citizens
and stateless persons to establish public organizations promoting
environmental protection and to participate in their activities.

2.1In the course of this dialog, opportunities were identified to make
necessary amendments and additions to the Law of Turkmenistan "On
Public Associations" (2014), as well as to the Law of Turkmenistan "On
Nature Protection" (2014) regarding the clarification of the issue of
citizens' participation in environmental activities that does not require
state registration.

3.The issue of compliance of certain provisions of the Public
Associations Act and the Nature Protection Act with the requirements of
the Aarhus Convention has been discussed by representatives of the
Ministry of Justice, the National Trade Union Center, the Union of
Industrialists and Entreprencurs of Turkmenistan and others. These
issues were the subject of discussion at various meetings (seminars and



round tables) organized on cenvironmental protection issucs with the
participation of the public. Experts from the Aarhus Center of
Turkmenistan were involved in the discussion and preparation of these
recommendations.

4.1In order to plan activities related to the implementation of Decision
VII/8q, it was decided to develop an "Action Plan for the preparation
and adoption of amendments and additions to the Laws of Turkmenistan
"On Public Associations" and "On Nature Protection" of Turkmenistan
in accordance with the provisions of the Aarhus Convention"
(hereinafter referred to as the Action Plan).

The draft Action Plan was prepared by the Ministry. During various
events organized by the Ministry, a number of public associations took
part in the discussion of the Action Plan,

5.The draft Action Plan has been agreed with the Ministry of Adalat
Turkmenistan (May 2023).

6.0n the basis of the action plan, a draft Act amending the Voluntary
Associations Act and a draft Act amending the Nature Conservation Act
were prepared jointly with the Ministry of Justice.

These draft laws have been sent to the Cabinet of Ministers for
consideration (attached).

The Cabinet of Ministers of Turkmenistan, using its competence o
take legislative initiative, has officially sent the above draft lTaws to the
Mejlis (Parliament) of Turkmenistan for consideration by its deputies.
Thus, the Turkmen Party declares its commitment to fulfill its
obligations under the Aarhus Convention and will take all necessary
measures to implement Decision VII/8q, as well as the readiness of the
country for further cooperation with the relevant structures of the
Convention on the implementation of its provisions in the national
legislation.

7.Thus, the Turkmen Party declares its commitment to fulfill its

8. In general, speaking about Turkmenistan's fulfillment of its
obligations under the Convention, it should be noted that it has had a
great impact on the development of national legislation by implementing
its provisions in the current environmental and other legislation, creating
an organizational and legal mechanism to monitor the implementation of
the Convention's provisions, and disseminating information on its
correct application among government officials and the broader civil
society. The Aarhus Center of Turkmenistan was established in 2012 to
promote the provisions of the Convention.

Turkmenistan's fulfillment of its obligations under the Convention is
evidenced by specific facts. In accordance with the Aarhus Convention,
the 1992 Constitution (as amended on 26 August 2008) includes a
provision on the right of cveryone to a favourable environment; citizens
are guaranteed judicial protection of their honour and dignity, personal
and political rights and freedoms, and the right to appeal to the courts
against decisions and actions of State bodies, voluntary associations and
officials. More than 20 environmental laws adopted in recent years
include provisions of the Convention on public access to environmental
information, to the process of making environmentally significant
decisions and access to justice in casc of violation of cnvironmental
rights of citizens.

9. Given that this Report contains concrete steps related to the
implementation of Decision VII/8q of the Meeting of the Parties to the
Aarhus Convention, it should be considered as an Action Plan.
