Date and times  

The UNECE/EFTA Workshop on Modernizing Statistical Legislation, hosted by Institute of 
Statistics Albania, will be held from 29 to 30 May 2024, as an in-person meeting. The workshop will 
start around 9 a.m. local time on Wednesday, 29 May and is planned to finish around 5 p.m. on 
Thursday, 30 May.

Language 

The working language of the workshop will be English and Russian. Simultaneous interpretation 
will be provided. 

Transportation 

To get from the Tirana International Airport to the city centre you can use a taxi or a shuttle service.  

Taxi. The recommended taxi is Merr Taxi and you can find it at the airport. The price from airport to 
hotel is 1000 lek (equivalent 10 euros) but if you get it on the spot but you may need to wait. If you 
book in advance, someone can wait for you with the name plate, but it costs 1500 lek (equivalent 
of 15 euros). The journey takes about 20 minutes.  

Shuttle. The shuttle service departs every hour from airport to the city center and vice versa. The 
rate for a single fare is 400 lek (4 euros). The journey takes 30 minutes.

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Visa requirements 

Foreign citizens who have a valid permit of stay in one of the Schengen states, US or UK; a valid, 
multiple-entry Schengen, US or UK visa, which has been previously used in one of the Schengen 
states, UK or U; or who enter and stay without visa in the Schengen area, do not need for a visa to 
enter Albania.
