3. Plans for future work in this area

“SUPERVIR” project (2023-2025)

→ setting up, for long-term use, an epidemiological monitoring platform based on 
wastewater analysis to monitor viral pathogens of interest. (SARS-CoV-2, Influenza A, 
Respiratory Syncitial Virus, (Antimicrobial Resistance))
