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What is the Protocol on Water and Health?

* International legally binding treaty adopted in 1999 and
entered into force in 2005 — 29 Parties as of May 2024, 2 at
final stage of accession, over 40 countries in total cooperating

* Objective: protect human health and well-being through
sustainable water management and by preventing and
controlling water-related diseases

* Unique characteristics:

e First and only treaty that focuses on water, sanitation,
hygiene and health

* Combines environmental protection with promotion of
human health

* Precursor and accelerator of SDG6

* Scope: entire water cycle — protection of water resources,
drinking water supply chain from catchment to con
sanitation chain from collection and treatment qf
to discharge and reuse, water used for recreatiof

* UNECE and WHO/Europe jointly provide secretdl
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Core provisions and obligations

Main obligations:

* Set national/local targets on water, sanitation,
hygiene and health

* Every three years, submit national summary reports
on progress

* Maintain and improve systems for surveillance and
early warning of water-related diseases and ensure
response capacity

Other provisions:

e Strengthen public awareness, education and training
and ensure accessibility of public information

* Promote international cooperation — exchange and
peer-to-peer support

Parties required to take all appropriate measures to ensure:

Adequate supplies of safe drinking water for everyone,
including water for personal hygiene

Adequate sanitation for everyone of a standard that
protects human health and the environment

Protection of water resources used as sources of drinking
water and their related ecosystems

Sufficient safeguards for human health against water-
related diseases

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Synergies between the Protocol and EU Directives

* The objectives of the Protocol and the EU Directives on water and sanitation are consistent and
mutually supportive

* The Protocol supports the implementation of the requirements of the revised Drinking Water
Directive, including in the area of access to water and risk assessment and risk management of the
water supply

- Recital 34: Member States could make use of the guidance documents developed under the
remit of [the] Protocol to assess the policy background and the baseline situation on access to
water and to define the actions necessary to improve equitable access for all to water intended
for human consumption

- Article 16: Access to water

* The consolidated text of the recast of the Urban Wastewater Treatment Directive adopted by the
European Parliament in April 2024 also includes reference to the Protocol provisions (recital 39), in
particular in relation to article 19 on access to sanitation.

* The Protocol strengthens intersectoral cooperation, pools specific technical support, and promotes
integrated data collection on water, sanitation, hygiene and health, in line with global (SDGs) and EU
monitoring frameworks

* The Protocol promotes setting harmonized standards and international cooperation between and
with states that are in the process of acceding to the EU and other states that are not subject to EU
law




Selected impacts of Protocol work and strategic priorities

Flexible tool that can be used to address emerging threats in different socio-economic contexts

Provides pan-European platform for intergovernmental and cross-sectoral exchange on water, sanitation,
hygiene and health

Triggered creation of inter-sectoral working groups in ~30 pan-European countries, national WASH targets
set by 27 Parties and other States

Mandatory reporting system: water and health data regularly collected (36 countries in 2022) & used in
the monitoring of SDG 6.1 and 6.2 (JMP...), next reports due in 2025

Fundamental in accelerating regional implementation of the 2030 Agenda, 2023 Budapest declaration &
WHA resolutions on WASH in health-care facilities and COVID-19 response, and human rights on water &
sanitation

Water Action Agenda (UN 2023 Water Conference) includes a number of Protocol-related commitments
