3.	Representatives of Algeria, Egypt, Jordan, Lebanon, Morocco, Saudi Arabia and Zimbabwe also took part in the session, as provided for in paragraph 11 of the terms of reference of the Economic Commission for Europe. The representative of Morocco took part in the session as a full member in respect of questions relating to the Agreement concerning the International Carriage of Dangerous Goods by Road (ADR), in accordance with rule 1 (b) of the Working Party’s rules of procedure.
4.	The following intergovernmental organization was represented: Intergovernmental Organization for International Carriage by Rail (OTIF).
5.	The following non-governmental organizations were represented: European Chemical Industry Council (Cefic), European Confederation of Fuel Distributors (ECFD), International Association of the Body and Trailer Building Industry (CLCCR), International Association of Dangerous Goods Safety Advisers (IASA), International Organization of Automobile Manufacturers (OICA) and International Road Transport Union (IRU). The EuroMed Transport Support Project (TSP) was also represented.

	A.	Status of the Agreement
7.	There were no changes to the status of ADR (54 contracting parties) nor to that of the Protocol of amendment of 1993 (40 contracting parties) since the last session.
8.	The Working Party noted that the amendments adopted over the previous two years (ECE/TRANS/WP.15/265 and Corr.1 and ECE/TRANS/WP.15/265/Add.1) had been proposed to the contracting parties by the Government of France and had been deemed to be accepted for entry into force on 1 January 2025 (depositary notifications CN.218.2024.TREATIES-XI.B.14 of 1 July 2024 and CN.432.2024.TREATIES-XI.B.14 of 11 October 2024).
	B.	Protocol of amendment of 1993
9.	The Working Party deplored the fact that there were still 14 countries (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Croatia, Iceland, Kazakhstan, Montenegro, Morocco, Nigeria, North Macedonia, San Marino, Tajikistan and Uganda) that had not deposited the appropriate legal instrument, thereby preventing the Protocol from entering into force. The Working Party encouraged those countries to take the necessary steps to ratify or accede to the Protocol.
	C.	Contact details of competent authorities
10.	The secretariat recalled that, in section 1.8.4 of ADR, contracting parties were asked to communicate to ECE the addresses of the authorities and bodies designated by them which were competent in accordance with national law to implement ADR. The contracting parties were invited to check the contact details of the competent authorities notified to the secretariat published at: https://unece.org/transport/dangerous-goods/country-information-competent-authorities-notifications.
11.	The secretariat confirmed that the information was updated each time a new notification was received, and invited participants to refer to it for any communication to the competent authorities, particularly concerning the notification of multilateral agreements.

33. 	The representative of the Russian Federation introduced informal document INF.22 and proposed to ask WP.29 whether the United Kingdom's proposals complied with the requirements of UN Regulation No 58. During the discussion, it was confirmed that such conformity had been observed. 
34.	The Chair recalled that, at its previous session, the Working Party had called for an approach that was simple to implement, with the same minimum distance for all tanks. The Working Party confirmed that the proposal by the United Kingdom met that request. 
35.	The Working Party adopted by vote proposal 1 contained in ECE/TRANS/WP.15/2024/16, with an editorial amendment to 9.7.6.2 (see annex II).
36.	The Working Party confirmed that the provisions of UN Regulation No. 58 continued to apply to tanks with a filling or discharge opening at the rear of the tank. For those tanks, the provisions of the second paragraph of the new 9.7.6.1 concerning the location of the bumper could be difficult to implement. The new 9.7.6.2 therefore allowed for those requirements to be waived, subject to the provision of additional protection. 
37.	Several delegations pointed out that, to avoid differing interpretations, the wording of 9.7.6.2 could be improved at a future session.
38.	The Working Party adopted proposal 2 contained in ECE/TRANS/WP.15/2024/16 (see annex II).
39.	The representative of Luxembourg withdrew informal document INF.23 to submit it to a later session for interpretation of the proposed text.

The Working Party agreed that the current text of 9.3.4.2 should be clarified in that respect or amended in the light of future discussions.
43.	The Working Party also confirmed that the requirements applicable to bodies of vehicles applied to all body components, including the floor.

45.	The representative of Germany indicated that, if the amendments were adopted, he would submit to the Working Party an official document with the relevant proposed amendments to ADR.

The Working Party agreed that the IRU representative would organize a preparatory meeting before February 2025 to prepare proposed terms of reference for the establishment of an informal working group for consideration at the Working Party’s next session.
